Position Purpose
This position is responsible for providing mechanical services to the Council and community

at Wurrumiyanga, Pirlangimpi, and Milikapiti on Melville Island by ensuring that Tiwi Islands
Regional Council (TIRC) vehicles, heavy earth moving equipment and other plant and
machinery are kept in a serviceable and road worthy condition. This position has to maintain
positive customer relations and maintain a good rapport with the communities, elected
members and staff of the Council

RESPONSIBILITIES
General

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e Conduct preventative maintenance and regular servicing on vehicles and plant and
machinery to ensure they are maintained in a safe manner.

o Liaise effectively with TIRC staff and external agencies in relation to workshop
activities.

e Ensure the workshop is secure and maintained to an acceptable standard at all time.
Maintain and take delivery of fuel and oil stock Pirlangimpi Council staff and workshop

o Ensure adherence to Work Health and Safety.
